Literacy
• Talk for Writing – Mermaid Dreams book focus
• Learn a story by heart using actions
• Create a story map - Tiddler
• Begin to learn sounds that are made up of two letters e.g. ll, ff, zz,ss
• Begin to decode words containing adjacent consonants e.g. frog, pond, trip
• Re-read books to build confidence in word reading, fluency and understanding and enjoyment
• Write cvc words, simple captions and labels with support – pirate labelling activity 
• Begin to show an understanding of the use of finger spaces between words

Understanding of the World
• Look at a significant local environment – our 

school building and grounds
• Handle, look closely at and make observations 

about a variety of different shells.
• Share knowledge of sea creatures and learn 

new information/facts – Octonauts Creature 
Reports, sharing children’s own knowledge, 
non-fiction books, internet searches. 

• Ice play – make observations and observe 
changes Expressive Arts and Design

• Observe features and draw a 
representation of our school 

• Work together to create a 3D model of our 
school using recycled materials

• Decorate a shell, select colours, patterns
• Drawing view through a porthole
• Sing Portside Pirates and Tiddler song
• Retell stories using props, puppets and 

small world 

Mathematics
• Subitising (recognise quantities by sight without counting) 

with numbers up to 5
• Partitioning with numbers up to 6
• Combining groups with totals of up to 6 objects
• Take away from numbers up to 6
• Find one more and one less than numbers to 6
• Find hidden numbers when calculating within 6
• Develop an awareness of repeating patterns
