Intent
At Naunton Park Primary School, we believe that the learning of languages enriches our curriculum and helps to create enthusiastic, outward-looking learners, with positive attitudes to language learning throughout life. The skills, knowledge and understanding gained contribute to the development of children’s oracy and literacy and to their understanding of their own culture and those of others. Language learning helps to give our children a new perspective on their own language. 

We aim to introduce the French language and key aspects of its culture in a variety of enjoyable and stimulating ways. We hope to embed the essential skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing throughout the French curriculum in Key Stage 2. The natural links between languages and other areas of the curriculum enhance the children’s overall learning experience. Our aim is to build on the children’s ‘culture capital’ so that they are aware of similarities and differences between cultures and develop a deeper awareness of the world around them. 

In essence, we hope to enrich the children’s curriculum, develop an interest in the world of languages and to lay the foundations for future language learning, so that they are prepared for the Key Stage 3 language curriculum and can transfer confidently and successfully. It is widely believed that the early acquisition of a foreign language facilitates the learning of other foreign languages later in life. At Naunton Park, we believe that the earlier a child is exposed to a foreign language, the faster the language in question is acquired. 

Our intention is that all children in KS2 are taught French in a regular (weekly/fortnightly) discrete lesson. 

The intent of our MFL curriculum is to: 
· engage, inspire and motivate pupils
· allow children to express themselves confidently using newly acquired vocabulary
· help children to gain and develop their skills in listening, communicating and sharing knowledge
· prepare children to be global citizens by encouraging them to develop their understanding of another culture and find similarities and differences with their own
· equip children with skills that are transferable into future life and education 
· build upon and further develop their range of skills through a progressive, inclusive approach
By the end of Key Stage 2 our children will learn to
· listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding
· explore the patterns and sounds of language through songs and rhymes and link the spelling, sound and meaning of words
· engage in conversations; ask and answer questions; express opinions and respond to those of others; seek clarification and help
· speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures
· develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others understand when they are reading aloud or using familiar words and phrases
· present ideas and information orally to a range of audiences
· read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing
· appreciate stories, songs, poems and rhymes in the language
· broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material, including through using a dictionary
· write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, to express ideas clearly
· describe people, places, things and actions orally and in writing
· understand basic grammar appropriate to the language being studied, including (where relevant): feminine, masculine and neuter forms and the conjugation of high-frequency verbs; key features and patterns of the language; how to apply these, for instance, to build sentences; and how these differ from or are similar to English




Implementation
Our MFL curriculum has been designed to progressively develop skills in French throughout the Key Stage 2 year groups. The school uses the "Rigolo" scheme of work to support the teaching and learning of French. This supports the children’s development of speaking and listening and vocabulary acquisition in a progressive way as it builds on previous knowledge from areas and content already studied. There are resources to support the teaching and learning opportunities for pupils.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Teachers use a variety of the following approaches to encourage children to have an active engagement with French:

· Learning new vocabulary through listening, repetition and practice. 

· Videos – providing the experience of hearing native speakers speaking in French and showing various aspects of French culture. 

· Games – a variety of online, board games, oral games, card games, adaptations of known games. 

· Role-play – these relate to the practical situations the children may find themselves in, such as asking directions, introducing themselves, asking and responding to questions.

· Action songs and rhymes – to develop phonetic skills, memory skills and to further vocabulary.

· Quality reading quality materials and, in Upper KS2, development of sentence writing, using dictionaries and sentence structures that they have read. 

· We build children’s confidence through praise for any contribution they make in the foreign language, however tentative.

The teaching of this subject will be adapted as required to enable children with SEND to access this area of the curriculum, in line with their individual needs and through liaison with the school SENDCo.
