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Context 
Whole School Curriculum 
At Naunton Park, we have recently embarked on a new curriculum. Naunton Park’s CHALLENGE Curriculum aims to provide our children with a great education, to develop a love of learning and the capacity to make a difference in their lives. At our core is a belief in gaining depth of knowledge, in work that is challenging: both experiential and enquiry led and producing quality work. Our curriculum is not just about what we put in but is also concerned with what we draw out, encouraging children to think deeply about complex issues and achieve great things in a great way.  
Focusing on fewer things in greater depth, our unique design enables quality work on key concepts, deepening children’s understanding over time. Learning is also anchored in valuable key experiences, imparting new knowledge. We focus on developing the learner as an individual, to be curious, independent, resilient, resourceful and thoughtful. 

Pieces of learning are enquiry led providing children with opportunities to demonstrate and represent their learning in different ways. It is centred upon carefully selected leading and supporting literature which is being mapped out from EYFS to Year Six. There is a love of reading in our curriculum and throughout the school, in both reading for pleasure and reading for knowledge. 
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 Aims
Our Music curriculum aims to: 

· follow the National Curriculum 

· use the Charanga scheme to deliver music lessons that build on previous learning enabling all to make progress.

· enable children to sing, play instruments and perform to each other.

· support children in developing confidence when improvising and composing music.

· teach children about different musical styles, composers, performers.

· ensure that pupils have opportunities to listen to and appraise music. 

· enjoy sharing their skills, knowledge and experiences with each other. 
· making links between musical learning (what they are doing practically) and language (musical dimensions – pitch, pulse, timbre)
· provide opportunities for the children to demonstrate and represent their learning in different ways 

· continue to support positive mental health and well-being of our pupils 

· produce creative and imaginative work, exploring ideas and recording experiences 

· make links between the History of Music timeline and significant pieces/styles of music.
· develop a positive awareness of different cultures and traditions 

Implementation 
Music is a unique way of communicating that can inspire and motivate children.  It is a vehicle for personal expression and it can play an important part in the personal development of people.  Music reflects the culture and society we live in, and so the teaching and learning of music enables children to better understand the world they live in.  Besides being creative and enjoyable activity, music can also be highly academic and demanding subject.  It also plays an important part in helping children feel part of a community.  We provide opportunities for all children to create, play, perform and enjoy music, to develop the skills to appreciate a wide variety of musical forms, and to begin to make judgements about the quality of music.  Our children have access to a progressive curriculum that is supported by Charanga, where lessons and units build on prior knowledge and reinforce the consistent use of musical vocabulary too (including pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture and structure).  The use of stories and reading are important to understanding composition and structures of pieces of music (In the hall of the mountain king) and also recognising and naming instruments (Peter and the Wolf).  Stories may also provide inspiration for creation of own music or when listening to a piece of music, making links – quiet twinkling = magic in fairy stories or characters moving lightly, booming percussion = characters stamping, fast tempo = running.  Children can begin to make these links through music, dance and drama.
EYFS Art curriculum

Music is taught as an individual Charanga lesson.  However, the EYFS curriculum enables music to also be taught continuously e.g. through action rhymes, counting songs, clapping and percussion games rhythm and rhyming patterns in stories.  Music is important in recognising patterns in speech and number, learning about different countries and cultures.  It enables children to express themselves, make links with how they feel, feel confident when developing new skills and to make judgements about what they hear.  Music introduces and develops new vocabulary.  It enables children to communicate musically with instruments and also make links between practical performances and associated language.  There are many opportunities to  experiment, practice and to develop their musical ability further.

PSE – Self-regulation – ELG – set and work towards simple goals, being able to wait for what they want and control their immediate impulses when appropriate.

PSE – Managing Self – ELG – be confident to try new activities and show independence, resilience and perseverance in the face of challenge.

PSE – Building Relationships – ELG – Work and play cooperatively and take turns with others.
C&L – Listening, Attention and Understanding – ELG – Listen attentively and respond to what they hear with relevant questions.

C&L – Speaking – ELG – Participate in small group, class and 1:1 discussions, offering their own ideas, using recently introduced vocabulary.
PD – Gross Motor Skills – ELG – move energetically, such as….. dancing.

PD – Fine Motor Skills – ELG – Use a range of small tools, e.g. glockenspiel beaters.

Lit – Comprehension – ELG – use and understand recently introduced vocabulary.

MD – Numerical Patterns - ELG – Verbally count
KUW – Past and Present – ELG – know some similarities and differences between things in the past and now.

KUW – Know some similarities and difference between different religious and cultural communities in this country, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class.

EAD – Creating with materials – ELG – Safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques.

EAD – Being Imaginative and Expressive – Sing a range of well-known nursery rhymes and songs; Perform songs, rhymes, poems and stories with others, and – when appropriate – try to move in time with music.

By the end of Key Stage 1 our children will learn:
- to use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes.
- to play tuned and untuned instruments musically.
- to listen with concentration and understanding to a range of high-quality live and recorded music.
- to experiment with, create, select and combine sounds using the inter-related dimensions of music.

By the end of Key Stage 2 our children will learn:
- to sing and play musically with increasing confidence and control. They should develop an understanding of musical composition, organising and manipulating ideas within musical structures and reproducing sounds from aural memory.
- to play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts, using their voices and playing musical instruments with increasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression
-  to improvise and compose music for a range of purposes using the inter-related dimensions of music
- to listen with attention to detail and recall sounds with increasing aural memory
- to use and understand staff and other musical notations
- to appreciate and understand a wide range of high-quality live and recorded music drawn from different traditions and from great composers and musicians
- to develop an understanding of the history of music.

Impact

Progress and impact can be measured through the following:

· Monitoring of completed musical activities in photograph, posters, or recorded form

· Monitoring of cross curricular work in books

· Musical displays around school

· Presentation of music; small or large scale performances including assemblies

· An ability to perform in a musical show or concert at school (confidence, presence, ability, knowledge and willingness)

· Pupil conferencing

· Staff meetings, training and discussions

· Monitoring Curriculum Maps
· Curriculum progression – available in Charanga Scheme Overview; Assessment; Knowledge and Skills and Teacher Assessment

· Recording and evidencing assessment using the Charanga lesson plan that has specific assessment links
Inclusion
All children have access to music regardless of their academic ability, race, ethnicity, background or language.  SEND pupils are actively encouraged to participate fully as music is often an area of the curriculum which allows them to excel.  Pupil Premium grants help disadvantaged pupils by improving their progress and the results that they achieve.  This grant can be used to support pupils with access to music lessons.  The teaching of this subject will be adapted as required to enable all children with SEND to access this area of the curriculum, in line with their individual needs and through liaison with the school SENDCo.
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
