The year 3 challenge – Term 5, week 2
Invent your own chocolate bar!

We don’t want you to MAKE a chocolate bar, but we would love you to draw a picture of your design for one. 
Things to think about:
1. What will your chocolate bar contain? Candy pieces, crunchy bits, nuts, toffee… you choose. Will it be in layers or swirls? Will the chocolate be milk, white or dark?
2. What will the wrapper look like? The name is the most important decision of all. And will you have a tantalising description for your chocolate bar on the wrapper? Make the writing eye-catching and the colours exciting.
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Will your chocolate be fair trade and will it contain palm oil? Are you thinking about sugar levels too? Will some of the money from your bar go to a charity of your choice?
If you want to go the extra mile, you could even design an advert for your chocolate bar – with a catchy slogan to try and encourage people to buy it. 


Did you know?
Many of the most popular chocolate bars in Britain were invented years ago – and many of their wrappers haven’t changed much either. Cadbury’s Flake, Fruit and Nut and Crunchie bars were invented in the 1920s, followed the next decade by the Mars Bar, the Kit Kat, Maltesers, Aero and Smarties. Terry’s Chocolate Orange started life as Terry’s Chocolate Apple – but that didn’t last the distance!

When the first shipment of chocolate arrived in Britain in the 16th century from South America it was mistaken for sheep droppings and burnt!
